DVD AUTHORING AGREEMENT

This AGREEMENT (hereinafter referred to as the "Agreement") is made effective this _____ day of _______________, 200__ by and between ____________________, located at ________________________________________ (hereinafter referred to as the "Authoring Studio") and ____________________, located at ________________________________________ (hereinafter referred to as the "Employer").

WITNESSETH:

In consideration of the respective covenants contained herein, the parties hereto, intending to legally bound hereby, agree as follows:

1. Work-For-Hire. The Employer has contracted the Authoring Studio to operate full-service professional DVD and video studios using state-of-the-art editing and post-production techniques to achieve a professional DVD master for the following title:

_____DVD TITLE_____ (hereinafter referred to as the "Project").

2. Payment. The enticement and consideration for this Agreement is the promise by the Employer to pay the Authoring Studio the amount of $____________. This is a one-time compensation for the Authoring Studio's services (known as a "work-for-hire") and the Authoring Studio understands that this will comprise the Authoring Studio's complete and sole payment.

3. Copyright Assignment. Authoring Studio does hereby acknowledge such employment, and that the terms of such employment, such performances and all rights appertaining thereto are entirely the property of the Employer, its successors and assigns, absolutely and forever, for any and all copyright terms and all extension and renewal terms of copyright whether now known or hereafter created throughout the world, and for all uses and purposes whatsoever, and credit may be given for said performances to the Authoring Studio in whole or in part, or not at all at the sole discretion of Employer.

4. Media Delivery and Technology. Upon completion of services, Authoring Studio shall deliver to the Employer TWO (2) DVD-R master copies of the finished Project. DVD-R media provides a reliable and cost-effective format for data and video recording, distribution, and storage. Authoring Studio selects media and equipment which are ordinarily used by professionals in the DVD production industry. Finished media products are checked for physical defects only. Certain older DVD players may not play DVD-R discs. MPEG-2 conversion may produce certain artifacts based on the quality and sample rate of your video source. Authoring Studio cannot be held responsible for limitations inherent in the MPEG-2 compression algorithm or that arise from the source quality. 

5. Cancellation. All cancellations of orders must be made in writing. Employer will reimburse Authoring Studio for all costs incurred up to the date of the cancellation. Reasonable and verifiable reimbursement will be deducted from any refund due to you.

6. Intellectual Property Rights. Employer represents and warrants that the Employer holds all rights to reproduce the intellectual property provided to the Authoring Studio. Employer must either own or properly license the material in order to reproduce it. Authoring Studio reserves the right to reject any order for any reason.

7. Other Rights. Authoring Studio is granted a limited, terminable, non-exclusive license solely to reproduce, edit and convert the media at your direction. All temporary and transitory copies created during this conversion will be destroyed upon the completion of the project. This destruction will be warranted in writing upon request. 

8. Indemnification. Employer agrees to indemnify and hold harmless Authoring Studio from all claims of intellectual property infringement based on the content of any media supplied by Employer to Authoring Studio. Authoring Studio shall hire counsel of its choice and will direct the defense of any such action. All expenses and fees, as well as any damages or settlement ultimately rewarded, will be paid by you on presentment.

9. Limitation on Liability. Employer agrees that Authoring Studio shall under no theory of liability be responsible for the payment of lost profits, business interruption, consequential damages of any kind, or for any damages whatsoever, whether in contract, tort or under any other theory of damages, brought by you either directly or whether claimed by you after suit from any third party to which you seek to join Authoring Studio, unless it is found by a court of competent jurisdiction that Authoring Studio engaged in intentional, willful or grossly negligent actions, and, if such is found, damages shall be limited to direct damages attributable to such actions and shall be capped at $500.00.

10. Governing Law. This Agreement is entered into in the City of _____CITY_____ and State of _____STATE_____ and is guided by and governed by the laws of that State.
